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HINTS FOR POTTING ON

Some tips to make it easy and keep it tidy.
Equipment
Most schools don’t have tables to work on so this is an easy alternative.
NOTE: Suppliers and sponsors of our potting mix (YATES) have printed safety guidelines on their bags. Please make sure that you are familiar with these guidelines. 

· A tarpaulin

· 2 dustpans

· Potting mix (1 bag of potting mix fills approx 70 PB3/4 bags) 

· Plastic Bags (PB3/4) or 1 litre milk cartons

· Milk crates to hold the bags or cartons

· Ice cream containers to hold soil

· Seedlings 

Procedure

· Open up the bag add 2-3 hands full of potting mix into the bag.


· Bang the bottom of the bag to open the bottom of the bag flat
· Carefully remove a plant from its Root Trainer
· Place the plant in the centre of the bag.

· Hold the plant straight while you fill the bag with potting mix.

· Fill soil up to 1cm below the top of the bag.

WHEN FINISHED THE BAG:

· Should be firm 

· Filled to 1cm below the top

· Have only one plant in it

THE PLANT SHOULD:

· Have no roots visible 

· Have no leaves covered

· Have no stem buried
· Be standing straight  
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
