Dear TfS Teacher

Welcome back from your well deserved break and we all wish you every success during the next few months when all your hard work will come to fruition on your planting day.
By now you will have the date and planting site confirmed for your planting day. Any queries on these should be address to the Auckland Council TfS Coordinator Sue Crawshay on sue.crawshay@aucklandcouncil.govt.nz 
However, you will be shortly contacted by your Auckland Council Planting Day Coordinator (PDC) to confirm details for your Planting Day as well as the number and type of plants to be made available to the landowner who will transport them to your planting site approximately two weeks prior to your planting day. Naturally it will help the landowner if you and your PDC make sure that your plants are set aside and ready to be picked up.
Your Supporting Organisation has been advised of the date and location of your planting site. Please make contact with your liaison person to confirm what personnel assistance you can expect on the day. Remember it is important that you have an appropriate adult to pupil ratio and it is in your interest to know how many Supporting Organisation personnel will be present.
Good luck for a successful planting day and we hope that the weather gods will be kind to us all this year.

This Newsbrief includes three further important items of importance to ALL schools:
1. Deliveries
2. Some punnets of seedlings have large seedlings
3. PB 3/4 planter bags

DELIVERIES:
The next delivery will include 3 bags of potting mix and four punnets of seedlings (approx 400). Unfortunately our nurseries have been unable to produce a sufficient number of seedlings of appropriate size to deliver to all schools as scheduled on 10th May. Consequently the following change to delivery dates is advised.
May 10:
Deliveries will take place to (alphabetical list)  
Albany Primary School, Avondale College, Avondale Intermediate, Kaipara Flats School, Mahurangi College, Matakana School, Matipo Road School, Murrays Bay School, Northcote Intermediate, Orewa College, Pinehill  School, Ranui School, Swanson School, Takapuna Grammar, Takapuna Normal Intermediate, Te Atatu Intermediate, Verran Road Primary and Waitakere Primary.
May 23:
All other schools with the exception of Tapora School in the north and the south west schools (alphabetical) i.e. Awhitu School, Glenbrook School , Patumahoe School, Pukekohe East School, Pukekohe High School, Waiau Pa School, Waipipi School, Waiuku College and Waiuku Primary where your AC Field Officer will deliver seedlings and potting mix as soon as possible after this date.

Even though this is a busy time planning for your planting day it is VITAL that these seedlings are pricked out (or potted on – see below) as soon as possible.

LARGE SEEDLINGS:
Because some seedlings in the April and May delivery have been larger that usual some schools have been advised by their Field Officers to pot them on directly to PB 3/4 bags. These schools therefore may require more potting mix and PB 3/4 plastic bags than they have been supplied with.
If this is the case please place an order using the the email order downloaded from www.tfsnz.org.nz for these additional supplies.

PB 3/4 PLANTER BAGS: 
Our last Newsbrief encouraged you to make sure you plan to recycle your plastic planter bags. There has been an increased usage of late (no doubt for good reason) but there has also been a significance increase in their cost.
We are therefore asking that schools make sure that AT LEAST 25% of your planter bags this year are recycled for later use.
Please return from your planting day with your used planter bags and promptly brush them down or wash them for re-use.
